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Best first half-year of all time for
Norwegian seafood exports

The export value of Norwegian seafood has never been higher in the first half
of the year than in 2021. In the first six months of the year, Norway exported
seafood worth NOK 53.7 billion. This represents a growth in value of just over
1 per cent, or NOK 646 million, when measured against the first half of last
year.

"Despite a strengthened Norwegian krone and the fact that the markets are
still affected by the corona pandemic, the first half of the year has been the
best ever for seafood exports when measured by value. Strong demand for
healthy, safe and sustainable Norwegian seafood is the most important
